Bay Athletics 

The Bay School's commitment to athletics is based upon our goal to educate the 
"whole" person and our belief that physical and athletic accomplishments have 
important lifelong benefits. The school seeks to be known for its athletic 
achievements, sportsmanship, and competitive spirit as well as to be respected for 
the integrity and discipline of its players, coaches, and spectators.

Job Requirements 

●​ Assists the Head Coach with 1 ½ to 2-hour afternoon practices Monday-Friday, 
beginning no earlier than 3:00 p.m. and ending no later than 8:00 p.m.; 

●​ Attends all games which may require being available earlier than 3:00 p.m. on 
weekdays and available on some Saturdays; 

●​ Attends occasional athletic department meetings and school events as 
needed; 

●​ Have or obtain NFHS coach certification; 
●​ Job offers are contingent upon clearing LiveScan fingerprinting and TB risk 

assessment. Other requirements include completing the following trainings: 
first aid/CPR, concussion awareness, heat illness prevention, sudden cardiac 
arrest in athletes, mandated reporter, anti-harassment, and bloodborne 
pathogen prevention. Access to these mandatory trainings are provided and 
paid for by the school.

●​ Previous coaching at the high school and/or college level preferred; 
●​ Experience playing at the college level or above preferred;

●​ Enjoys working with and developing teenagers as student-athletes and good 

citizens; 
●​ Strives to build teamwork, skill, and sportsmanship as the cornerstones of our 

basketball program; 
●​ Finds resonance with the school’s mission and philosophy, especially with 

regard to diversity, equity, and inclusion; 
●​ Has the energy to work in a small independent school environment;
